The Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards (DoLS)
Outline Workshop Programme 
The Mental Capacity Act 2005 has been amended to incorporate the Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards (DoLS), which came into effect on April 1st 2009.

The DoLS introduce a statutory requirement for Managing Authorities (either care homes or hospitals) to decide whether it is necessary to apply for authorisation to deprive a resident or patient of his / her liberty. The supervisory bodies, local authorities (for care homes) and PCTs (for hospitals), will then arrange to assess each individual case and provide or refuse authorisation for a deprivation of liberty, as appropriate.

Aim

· To ensure an understanding of DoLS and of the roles and responsibilities of the Managing Authority and Supervisory Body so that vulnerable people are not deprived of their liberty unless it is appropriate.

· understand what can be done to reduce the risk of deprivation of liberty
· know how and when a deprivation of liberty is authorised

· know about the review and ending of authorisations

· know how challenges of authorisations can be made to the Court of Protection
