Reason for Conference

The regulation of health and social care is changing. 
The Health and Social Care Act 2008 introduced a new single registration system, which will apply to NHS Trusts and the independent health and adult social care sector. There is a requirement for providers currently registered under the Care Standards Act 2000 to register under the new system from 1st October 2010.
The National Minimum Standards are being replaced by new guidance, which clarifies what providers must do to comply with essential standards of safety and quality.

The Vetting and Barring Scheme, launched in October 2009, seeks to ensure that, as far as possible,  unsuitable people will be prevented from working with children or vulnerable adults. From November 2010, it will be illegal to employ new people who are not registered with the Independent Safeguarding Authority. 

We are also waiting for the government response to the consultation on the “No Secrets” guidance.
The Aim

To familiarise participants with: 
· the new regulatory framework for providing health and adult social care services in the independent sector
· legislation and guidance on safeguarding adults from abuse or harm

· how the safeguards for people deprived of liberty have been working
